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Philip Noel-Baker, a British silver medallist in the men’s 1,500 m at the Antwerp
Olympics, said, “The war of endless and fruitless years ended. And the world was
changing as we stood up and headed for a better and happier direction. That was
why | could enjoy the Antwerp Olympics with all my heart.”

Based on his experience on active duty during WWI, Noel-Baker engaged himself
in the peace movement throughout his life after the war. He was closely involved
in the League of Nations, serving as an assistant to the General Secretary.

After WWII, Noel-Baker was an activist advocating disarmament. He received the
Nobel Peace Prize in 1959 for his achievements over many years.

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During the Cold War that followed WWII, Germany, divided into East and West,
competed as a united team in three summer Olympics (1956 Melbourne, 1969
Rome and 1964 Tokyo) and three winter Olympics (1956 Cortina D’Ampezzo, 1960
Squaw Valley and 1964 Innsbruck). The country flag used for marching in the

stadium was the black-red-gold tricolour flag of Germany with the Olympic Symbol
superimposed in the centre.
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South and North Korea competed in one event, ice hockey, as a unified team
named Korea at PyeongChang 2018. They wore uniforms with a flag
depicting the Korean Peninsula in blue against a white background.
